Winter Table Runner Pattern

Easy

I used batik fabrics for this runner but you could use whatever fabric you would like.  Choose ten fabrics.  You will need:

4 dark fabrics –  quarter yd each

4 light fabrics – quarter yd each

2 medium fabrics – eighth yd each

1. Cut 24 squares 4 7/8 inches from the assortment of dark fabrics

2. Cut 28 squares 4 7/8 inches from the assortment of light fabrics
3. Cut 4 squares 4 7/8 inches from the medium fabrics

4. Place one light square on top of one dark square, right sides together

5. Draw a line diagonally across the light fabric in pencil.  

6. Sew one quarter inch away from the pencil line.  

7. After you have sewn all the squares, sew a quarter inch away from the pencil line on the opposite side.  

8. Cut the fabric on your pencil line, giving you two squares.

9. Press your squares open.  When pressing, you want the seam being pressed to the darker fabric.  
10. Square up your squares so it measures 4 ½” on all sides.  

11. Now you are ready to build your design on your design wall.  I use Warm and White cotton batting for my design wall.  The fabric sticks nicely to it.  

On the next page you will find the design on the pattern.  Arrange your squares according to the pattern.  Use your design wall to see if you want to change the position of any of the pieces.  Once you have it the way you want, you are ready to start sewing.  

Starting at the top left sew your first piece to your second piece and so on.  Sew all your rows together until you have a finished top.  Have fun! 
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
